2019-2020 School Bus Safety Rules and Guidelines

We would like to ensure the safety of all the children. For smooth and safe bus operation, the
following rules apply to all A-JIS students riding the buses. Please read the following rules and
guidelines carefully and submit the commitment form.

1. Precautions for using school buses:

At the bus stop, students must act with due care in their own safety and wait for the bus on a
public road.

Students always get on and off the bus with courteous and moderate behavior.

At the end of the school day, students should board the designated bus promptly, takes a
seat in an orderly manner and wait for the departure of the bus.

Bus route, change of the bus stop:

Students who use the school bus can only use registered buses in the morning and
afternoon, respectively.

Bus riders may get on and off the school bus ONLY at their assigned stop.

Bus riders can not change the bus route or bus stop on a certain day of the week or spot.
Please be sure to use the bus at the registered bus stop.

Bus departure time:

The bus will not wait any longer than one-minute passed the designated time.

Contact method:

Verbal communication to bus attendants or drivers is not accepted. Please contact school
directly.

If your child will not be riding the PM bus, please notify DIRECTLY to the school office by
10:00 am on the same day.

Students of K2 - K5 and G1:

e Please make sure to take your child to the bus stop and pick your child up at the bus stop.
Students of G1 and above can go home unattended, but we will deliver them to their
parents if requested.

e Parents are responsible for pick-up from the bus stop to home.

e When parents are not at the bus stop to pick up their child, even after 1 minute from
departure time, the students will be brought back to school by bus. The parents of those
students are asked to come to school to pick up their child.

Others:
e No visitors, parents/guardians are allowed on the bus.

2. Rules in the bus

Facing forward, sit properly.

Seatbelts are to be fastened at all times.

Place bags and parcels under your seat or on your lap, do not put out a part of the body and
keep the aisle clear at all times.

Windows are to remain closed at all times.

Talk quietly; the driver needs to concentrate on safe driving. Fighting, shouting, or use of
obscene language is not permitted.

Students should use respectful language.

Do not leave private properties in buses.

Eating and drinking (apart from water) is not allowed. This rule protects students, a driver
and an attendant from possible food allergies and anaphylaxis, prevents students from
choking, and maintains bus cleanliness.

Students may use electronic devices with their headphones on so as not to disturb others.
Turn off electronic devices when the bus attendant or the driver is speaking to them.

It is forbidden to lend and borrow electronic equipment on the bus and share the Internet.
Mobile phones are not to be used except with permission from the attendant.

Always follow the bus driver and bus attendant’s instructions.

The behavior of the students on the school bus must be at the highest level in order to ensure the

safety of all students. For students who are not keeping up with the above and who are not able to

improve their behavior, even if they are cautioned, they may report to parents or faculty members

and dispose of using the school bus.
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
